EXAM BOARD ERROR FOR MUSIC GCSE RESULTS
Following an enquiry to the AQA Examination Board it was found that a clerical error had been made by the board.  The Music Department at Worle Community School noticed the error when checking that only 18% of their student’s had received A* - A’s and 65% achieving A* - C grades in Music.
Mrs Gill McLorinan – Music Teacher contacted the board and after an investigation the results were rectified and resulted in a rise from a disappointing 65% to 88% A* - C and a rise from 18% to 41% A* -A’s.

Several students were very disappointed and upset by the mistake as they thought they would not qualify for their A level places. One student was so upset after opening her exam results and finding she had only achieved a D, she sobbed uncontrollably and had to be consoled by Mrs McLorinan. Thankfully she has now received her correct B grade for music which has enabled her to secure a place on her original course.
Further enquiries are currently being made regarding other subjects and this could alter the overall figures.
